 If you can’t afford to lose yourself in paradise on a 
tropical island, or even if you can, you might want to 
drop into the little bit of paradise that’s available 
right here in Sandfly at Driftaway Café.  Located at 
7400 Skidaway Road, Driftaway offers creative com-
binations of the best fresh ingredients and does so 
in a friendly, relaxed environment that lives up to the 
café’s theme of stress-free, tropical escap-
ism.  There’s an outdoor deck with regular live en-
tertainment in the evenings, and inside is a cozy bar 
and an enclosed sun room overlooking a beautiful, 
soothing brook.   

Open since 2001, the café is owned and operated 
by husband and wife team Robyn and Michele 
Quattlebaum, who hoped to provide locals with a 
place that would serve great food in a casual atmos-
phere.   And they definitely have succeeded.

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Memorial Day is May 26, 2008 
 
Memorial Day was officially 
founded in 1866 as a way of re-
membering soldiers who fought 
for the Union in the Civil War. It 
was originally named Decoration 
Day until the name was changed 
by law in 1967, although Memo-
rial Day had been in common 
usage since after World War II. 
The official date of observance 
was May 30th for one hundred 
years until changed by Congress 
in 1968 to its present obser-
vance on the last Monday in 
May. Nationally, the day is ob-
served with parades and com-
memorations for the fallen. The 
date is often associated with the 
unofficial start of summer, and 
in Savannah, people from all 
over head to Tybee Island to 
spend time with family and 
friends.

Mother’s Day Origins: 
 
Perhaps most famous for writing “The Battle 
Hymn of The Republic,” Julia Ward Howe is 
often credited as the founder of Mother’s 
Day—at least unofficially.  Abolitionist, poet, 
songwriter and suffragist, Mrs. Lowe, inspired 
by Appalachian homemaker Anna Jarvis, in-
troduced “The Mother’s Day Proclamation” but 
was unable to gain official recognition.  Jar-
vis’s daughter, however, campaigned tire-
lessly in her mother’s behalf, and in 1914 
President Woodrow Wilson declared that 
Mother’s Day should be celebrated as a na-
tional holiday on the second Sunday in May. 
 
Mother’s Day Trivia: 
 
• Ancient Egyptians believed that the God-
dess Bast was the mother of all cats on Earth, 
and that cats were sacred animals. 
 
• Mother Earth is also known as "Terra 
Firma". That title is a Latin translation of some 
lines from one of the Greek poet Homer's 
greatest poems.
